The 2015 total revenue amounts to € 10 095 949,00 and consists of a subsidy from the General Budget of the European Commission, EFTA countries' contributions, a subsidy from
the Greek Government for the rent of the offices of ENISA in Greece (set to a maximum of € 640 000), and the interest on cash deposits (estimated at €30 000,00)

2.2 Expenditure in 2015

The total forecasted expenditure is in balance with the total forecasted revenue.

The estimate of Title 1 costs is based on the Establishment Plan for 2015, which contains 48 Temporary Agent posts.
